spare clothes/shoes in your child’s bag then staff/child is able to change as and when it

is needed. We thank you for your cooperation in this respect.

Since opening the nursery in 2013 our fees have remained unchanged, staff at Happy Children
Nursery have worked tirelessly to keep fees at an absolute minimum and affordable cost to all, but
unfortunately due to raising costs. we have now taken the reluctantly decision to raise our fees by
£2.00 a day from 1st January 2022 , fees will be further increased in September 2022 by another
£2 a day. We thank you all for your support and understanding.

Please note this change will not affect you, if you are receiving a free childcare place.

We want
to close this gap so that our children are in no way disadvantaged, regardless of their parents'
circumstances; we believe this can be done through a successful partnership between parents and
the nursery. Due to Covid-19 the parents evening will be held on-line (Zoom) so we are able to
stay safe but continue to work in partnership with our parents. Parents evening will be held week
commencing 16" December. Please speak to your child’s key person to book an appointment slot
on the day allocated to that staff member.
